INTRODUCTION:   Gradually, the waters of the great Flood subsided.  Noah and 

his family could now begin life anew, in a world cleansed of vegetation and 

mankind.  When Noah disembarked from the ark, he offered a sacrifice of 

thanksgiving.  Noah worshiped God, who had saved him and his family.  Noah 

built an altar to the Lord.  He was thankful for God’s saving power and for sparing 

his family.

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Summary:   Grieved by rampant sin among mankind, God decided to destroy His 

creation.

Noah received covenant promises that God 

would preserve order in the cosmos.  The Flood shows a loving God who is 

committed to the future of a less-than-perfect world.  It shows a God whose will 

is to save; a God who stands by His creation.
